2.  Purpose: The intent of this memorandum is to initiate planning for USFK’s projected FY 04 requirements for Overseas Deployment Training for Reserve Components (RC) with the above suspense of 1 March 02.

3.  ODT provides great training opportunities for RC units  to train with their wartime gaining commands and solidify wartrace relations.  It is a huge step toward The Army, and is a direct benefit to National Defense and theater operations.  ODT also provides great mission support opportunities for RC units to train in their METL tasks while providing mission support to 8th US Army / USFK. 

4.  This office will provide FORSCOM projected ODT requirements for FY 04 NLT 1 April 2002 in order to establish funded line numbers.  Input submitted after 1 April will be considered as a change to the plan, and will not be considered for funding until the approved FORSCOM plan is published in August 2002.

5.  To insure your requirements receive the best chance for approval, it is imperative that you provide the USFK / 8th US Army ODT Managers office your best estimate by 01 March 2002.

6.  Please send your ODT requirements for FY 04 on the enclosed scheduling matrix to ensure complete data is included. The top line of the enclosed matrix is an example of the data that must be submitted. 

7.  When determining dates, remember to start and finish at home station.  Travel time is included within the deployment period.  Fifteen days is the normal deployment length.  Deployments up to twenty-two days may be considered on a case-by-case basis.
