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CINCHAWK Communications

1. CINCHAWK is an FM network that supports the CINC and CofS when they are traveling outside of Seoul but still on peninsula.  The network stretches 370 kilometers from Casey 39 to Chinhae.  The requirement to support this mission is redundant secure communications to the aircraft.  The current communications assets on the aircraft are:

HF                - AN/ARC - 220 (secure HF)




SATCOM      - LST5D (Single Channel TACSAT)





           UHF/VHF/HF- AN/ARC - 231 Multi-band (used for FM)

2.  The primary communications used by the CINC or CofS is SATCOM.  Upon


notification from CC Seoul, 1st Signal Bde and 122 Signal Bn installs and operates


the FM network to support the CINCHAWK mission. 

3.  The communications assets used to support the FM mission are taken from 1st 

      Signal Bde.  They are pulled internally and installed to support the mission on an as

      needed basis.  The complete CINCHAWK FM network requires nine (9) vehicles

      and 27 radios and OE-254 antennas.  

4.  Because of FM equipment requirements and installation time required to install a 

     complete network, the primary back up to the on board SATCOM is secure HF.   FM 

     will be used in locations where the network is mature. 
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
